Mandurah Dog Club Rally Assessment Cards.  All tasks loose lead, J loop, positive reinforcement.

1.   Touch Game – Name recognition, focus and attention, come.  Nose to hand.   

2.   Watch Me

3.   Sit in front 

4.   Puppy recall – (Come when Called) handler steps back and calls dog in to sit in front.

5.   Walk 10 steps on a loose lead One hand only on lead.

6.   Sit at side
7.   Right circle – motivate and drive, tends to be a faster pace, keep dog to left heel.

8.   Left circle – to assist regaining focus and “Watch Me”; dog on handlers left.

9.   Right turn – 90 degrees turn to right.

10. Left turn - 90 degrees turn to left.

11. Right about turn – 180 degrees to right.

12. Left about turn – 180 degrees to handlers left, whilst dog actually turns to its right, around handlers back 
      and catches up to handlers left.

13. Drop at side – Intermediate: Drop Stay, on lead 1 minute, Return to dog by walk around; Advanced: 
      dropped, off or on lead, 3 minutes.

14. Stand at side – Intermediate: Stand, Stay, Leave 5 seconds; Advanced: Stand, Stay, Return by Walking 
      Around dog.
15. Sit, Stay, Leave – Beginner: 5 seconds; Intermediate: 1 minute, Return to dog by walking around; 

      Advanced: 3 minutes.

16. Sit at side and remain calm for Petting / Examination Dog will allow a friendly stranger to approach it 
      and speak to the handler in a natural, everyday situation. Sit politely for petting and examination- not 
      fearful, aggressive or over exuberant.  Beginner: allows brief petting, (does not need to do a sit stay).
Intermediate: Sit and stay; Allows gentle petting along body; Advanced: Plus examination of ears and front paws.
17. Sit at side and remain calm to Meet and Greet - Accept a friendly stranger with dog Dog will allow a 
      friendly stranger with another dog to approach it and speak to the handler in a natural, everyday situation.  
      Handlers to exchange verbal, eye and hand contact. Beginner: Dogs need not do a perfect sit stay at  

      handler’s side but must not approach either visiting handler or dog.  Intermediate and Advanced: Sit at 
      side and stay during handlers meeting.

18. Loose Lead Walk through crowd – Politely and under control amongst other dogs and handlers.
19. Supervised separation Hand over dog: Handler passes dog on lead to a stranger and leaves. Dog remains calm and controllable- does not have to stay in any position but does not panic, bark, pull or show aggression.

      Beginner: 1 minute separation, remaining in sight; Intermediate: 3 minute separation, remaining in sight;
      Advanced: 3 minute separation out of sight

20. Fetch and Retrieve

21. Exercise finished 
End of Beginner tasks.  Cards 22 – 28 Intermediate and Advanced levels.
22. Slow pace – not slow enough for dog to sit
23. Fast pace – not running
24. Normal pace
25. Sit calmly with distraction – on lead

26. Sit, stay and leave – Intermediate: on lead, to leads length. 

                                      - Advanced: to 6m - using 6metre lead or dropped/removed lead.

27. Turn and face dog, call to sit in front
28. Finish right – dog goes to handler’s right side, behind handler and sits neatly at handlers left side.
