                 D2 -     Training and Membership Fees: $40 Family annual membership; Option of $20 Family    

                              school term (or part thereof) membership; Additional $3 per week of attendance training fee.
                 D6.20 – Minimum / Maximum age of handlers: Handlers under the age of 12 years shall at all times   

            be supervised and within close reach of a parent or guardian who shall be responsible for dog plus the safety and wellbeing of the minor on the field and who shall not in anyway disrupt the smooth running of the lesson.  Children aged 12 – 16 must be at all times supervised by a responsible adult.  Children over 16 years of age may be left unattended at the discretion of responsible adult/parent/guardian under age of 12 years: Responsible adult within arms reach.
                 D7 -     Training times: Start of School Term 2 – October 31st :- 3 – 4pm; November 1st – end of   

                              school term 1:- 9.30 – 10.30pm so as to avoid summer heat.

     -     No training: school holidays, public holiday long weekends, Mothers’ day or Fathers’ day.

General Club Rules #11. – Handlers are to use only approved club training methods when training on club grounds.  Mistreatment or undue force of dogs during training sessions will not be tolerated and may result in removal from class and withdrawal of training privileges. Flat or buckle collars are required. Choker chains and/or chain leads are not to be used.  Use of alternate training aids (such as head halters) need to be negotiated, checked and approved with the head trainer prior to each class involvement.  If such alternate training aids are required the aim, through training is to revert to the flat collar as soon as possible.
